hedge layer could lay 5 Miles per season. 

 

If there are 1000 hedge layers in the UK 

(Currently there are approx 500 members of the 

Society) each laying the maximum amount as 

above it would take 101 years to lay all the 

hedges.

Miles per season that still takes 50 years to lay all 

the hedges.
