In 

this latest booklet the hedgelaying season is 

defined as: 

You must not lay a hedge after 30th April.  

When hedgelaying may begin again after this 

date is not made clear in the booklet but it does 

suggest that you can begin to cut hedges from 

1st August 2011.   

Those hedgelayers in Scotland, Wales and Ire-

land may still be in the dark but if anyone has 

any documentary evidence of statutory dates 

for these countries we would love to know.
